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FLAG DAY  
 

Patriotism has characterized the Benevolent and Protective 
Order of Elks of the United States of America since the early 
days of the organization. Allegiance to the flag of our country 
is a requirement of every member. 

Although our Flag came into being on June 14, 1777, Flag 
Day is not celebrated as a Federal holiday. Beginning on the 
100th anniversary of the adoption of the flag—in 1877—
Americans everywhere celebrated the birthday of the Stars and 
Stripes and continue to recognize and honor the history and 
symbolic meaning the flag represents. 

In 1907, the BPOE Grand Lodge designated by resolution, 
June 14th as Flag Day. The Grand Lodge adopted mandatory 
observance of the occasion by every Lodge in 1911, and that 
requirement continues. The Elks prompted President Woodrow 
Wilson to recognize the Order's observance of Flag Day for its 
patriotic expression. While President Wilson issued a procla-
mation officially calling for a nationwide observance of Flag 
Day on June 14, 1916, but it was not until August 3, 1949, un-
der the 48-star flag, that Congress made this day a permanent 
observance. President Harry Truman, himself a member of the 
Elks, signed a Congressional Resolution that day resolving 
"that the 14th day of June of each year is hereby designated as 
Flag Day,” a day of national observance for the symbol of our 
country. 

Don’t forget to be at the Flag Day celebration; 11:00 at the 
park on June 14th.
