Basics of Crochet Class

of yarn through other loops.

Please bring one skein of acrylic 
yarn (lighter colors are easier 
for beginners; Red Heart is a 
good brand and one 7 oz. skein 
will be enough for a scarf) and 
a crochet needle (recommend a 

size H, I or J).  I have some 
needles you can borrow during 
class.  Please call or e-mail me 
if you have any questions on 
what to buy.  Both items can be 
purchased at Walmart or  

Michael’s Craft.  The yarn will 
be less than $3.00 and the  

needle should be less than 
$2.00.  Not a huge investment.  

 

I will bring balls of practice yarn 
for you to use in learning the  

basic stitches.  We’ll switch back 
and forth between practicing and 
applying what you’ve learned to 
your scarf project. 

 

One of the things I will be teach-
ing is how to add a new color or 
join new yarn (if you get to the 

end of one skein and need to 
start another).  So, those of you 
who think you might want to 
tackle making a bi-colored scarf, 
feel free to buy two coordinating 
colors.  Not necessary, but if 
you’d like to, I can show you how 

to work with multiple colors. 
 

There were seven people who 
responded for the class; that’s a 

nice small group to teach.  There 
will be plenty of time for practice 
and “guidance”.  I’m looking for-
ward to this.
