Hibbing for the Ritual Contest. 

The bar was packed and when 

they announced Hopkins was 

up, it emptied to watch these 

young upstarts. We didn’t win 

but we made a good showing. 

 

We received recognition as the 

only Lodge in the state of Min-

nesota to put on the Flag Day 

Ceremony on June 14th and 

we have just completed doing 

it again.  We leased more 

space next door and made a 

doorway to connect both prop-

erties. We voted P.D. Fee an 

honorary lifetime membership 

but were saddened by his 

death in December.  

 

In our second attempt we won 

the Ritual Contest in Red Wing 

and returned home to a wild 

party at the Lodge and we re-

ceived invitations to do the 

Ritual at various Lodges in-

cluding Minneapolis, Alexan-

dria, Anoka-Coon Rapids, Fair-

mont and Detroit Lakes. We 

traveled the state. That sum-

mer the team went to the Na-

tional Contest in San Fran-

cisco .  We sponsored the 

Rochester Lodge Drum & Bu-

gle Corp in the Raspberry Fes-

tival and they won the contest 

two years in a row. 

 

In 1964, we didn’t win the Rit-

ual Contest but in 1965 we 

won again and placed two on 

the 1st All-State Team and 

four on the 2nd team with 

changes of Art Parrenteau at 

Chaplain, Bill Gallagher at Lec-

turing Knight and John John-

son at Inner Guard.  That 

Hopkins Lodge  
50 Years: From the Beginning 

The First Years 
 

After we were instituted, our 

first meeting was held on May 

24, 1961. We met in the base-

ment of the Hopkins Savings & 

Loan building and in October 

signed a five year lease at 

1016 Excelsior Avenue. The 

Elks wives formed an auxiliary 

organization called the 

Elkettes.  

 

The year 1962 brought many 

events. We entered the Minne-

sota State Ritual Contest. I 

was the only officer that had 

any ritual experience by being 

the Inner Guard at White Bear 

Lake Lodge #2047. I told our 

officers that I saw the benefits 

of ritual and that it would help 

bring our new group together 

if we started learning our 

parts. There were a change in 

officers for ritual in that first 

year—P.D. Fee said he could-

n’t learn the ER part and Earl 

Haugen (who became our 4th 

ER) volunteered. Also, Bill 

Abendschein  had to drop out 

because of family matters and 

Bob Sovereign (who became 

our 6th ER) took over as the 

Lecturing Knight. So, the team 

was Haugen as ER, Dr. Verdie 

Gysland (2nd ER) as Leading 

Knight, Leonard Johnson (3rd 

ER) as Loyal Knight, Sovereign 

as Lecturing Knight, myself as 

Esquire, Ken Tuthill as Chap-

lain and Harland Flynn as In-

ner Guard.  

 

At that time, the Ritual contest 

was held in the spring.  We 

were called the “Baby Lodge” 

so we bought a big baby doll 

summer we went to Miami 

Beach for the national contest. 

 

When I was installed as ER in 

1865 I had the White Bear 

Lake Lodge  #2047 officers 

officiate. The building commit-

tee headed up by the “Kluegel 

Eagle” was looking at different 

buildings in Hopkins including 

the old Post Office building. 

Our lease was expiring in Oc-

tober of 1966 and in Septem-

ber we entered into an option 

expiring on December 11th to 

buy the property at 30 South 

8th Avenue. We voted on buy-

ing the building on December 

8th and it passed and in June 

of 1966 during Bob Sover-

eign’s year we moved in the 

“New” building.

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New Study Shows Underage 

Drinking-Related Hospital 

Emergency Room Visits rose 

11 percent during the 2010 

Memorial Day Weekend.  A 

new study by the Substance 

Abuse and Mental Health Ser-

vices Administration 

(SAMHSA) reveals daily un-

derage drinking-related visits 

to hospital emergency depart-

ments are 11 percent higher 

during the Memorial Day 

weekend than they are on an 

average day.   

 

The latest Drug Abuse Warn-

ing Network (DAWN) report 

estimates on an average day, 

there are 519 hospital emer-

gency department visits in-

volving underage alcohol use. 

For the three-day Memorial 

Day weekend, however, the 

number of daily hospital emer-

gency department visits 

jumped to 577.   

The study also shows that the 

daily level of hospital emer-

gency department visits in-

volving those under age 21 

that used alcohol combined 

with other drugs was 27 per-

cent higher during this holiday 

weekend than the level on an 

average day (199 visits versus
